Admission Requirements of Undergraduates (for Bachelor’s Degree)
Name of the Majors: 
1. Chinese Language (with two research orientations: Language Education and Tourism Culture)

2. Chinese Language and Culture (with two research orientations: Business Chinese, Chinese Language and Culture)
Admission Requirements:

1. With certificate of senior high school or above,

2. With according certificate and transcript of Chinese Proficiency Test (HSK),

3. With the following requirements according to different grades,

(1) Grade One—Freshman

A. Grade One Students should have the certificate and transcript of (OLD) HSK Level 3 or (NEW) HSK 
Level 4 (score over 140).

B. Chinese proficiency of the audition students of Grade One should be equal to (OLD) HSK Level 3.

Memo: Audition students should pass (OLD) HSK Level 5 or (NEW) HSK Level 4 (score over 210) in one year, otherwise, they can not go up to Grade Two.
(2) Grade Two—Sophomore

A. Grade Two Students should have the certificate and transcript of (OLD) HSK Level 5 or (NEW) HSK 
Level 4 (score over 210), and should have the certificate and transcript of one year’s studying (40 credits) provided by a university or a college.

B. Audition students of Grade Two should have the certificate and transcript of (OLD) HSK Level 4 or
 (NEW) HSK Level 4 (score over 195), and should have the certificate and transcript of one year’s studying (40 credits) provided by a university or a college.
Memo: Audition students should pass (OLD) HSK Level 6 or (NEW) HSK Level 5 (score over 180) in one year, otherwise, they can not go up to Grade Three.

(3) Grade Three—Junior

A. Grade Three Students should have the certificate and transcript of (OLD) HSK Level 6 or (NEW) HSK 
Level 5 (score over 180), and should have the certificate and transcript of two years’ studying (80 credits) provided by a university or a college.

B. Audition students of Grade Three should have the certificate and transcript of (OLD) HSK Level 5 or 
(NEW) HSK Level 4 (score over 210), and should have the certificate and transcript of two years’ studying (80 credits) provided by a university or a college.

Memo: Audition students should pass (OLD) HSK Level 6 or (NEW) HSK Level 5 (score over 180) in one year, otherwise, they can not go up to Grade Four.

4. Should pass the admission test of ICCS, SHNU.

Note: Applicants may apply for Shanghai Municipal Government Scholarship Class B (RMB 20,000 per student 
per year). Registered formal undergraduates may apply for Shanghai Municipal Government Scholarship Class 
C (RMB 5,000 per student per year). Memo: Audition students can not apply for scholarships.
Registered international students in ICCS are free of application fee when applying for Undergraduates.
